Walking the  path of the labyrinth is an ancient practice found in cultures throughout the world. The Labyrinth is a metaphor for life’s journey, it is like the walk we take in life – filled with twists and turns but no dead ends. For some,  walking the labyrinth is a deeply spiritual practise with the goal of illumination at the labyrinth centre and then a return out into the world. Others find that walking the labyrinth is a profoundly relaxing and grounding activity  providing refuge from the cares of the day. 
You are welcome to explore what walking this labyrinth may mean for you.
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This labyrinth was constructed using local materials as part of the Sycamore Commons community permaculture project based at the Townsite Anglican Church. It is patterend after the labyrinth at the cathedral in Chartres France. and is intended to be a place of reflection, meditation, prayer and celebration for all people of the Powell River area.
There are no “rules” for walking the labyrinth but we invite a spirit of calm, quiet and respect for others while sharing this special place. If there are multiple persons using the labyrinth at one time, you will pass by eachother. You may acknowledge a person you are passing with a smile or a gesture or simply continue on in meditative silence. Enjoy!
